The move in report must be signed by both the tenant and the landlord or the landlord’s representative.

It is not a requirement that the parties agree on the contents of the report. If the tenant disagrees, the tenant should submit their comments to the landlord as soon as possible after receiving the move in report.  
If the rented property is defective at the start of the tenancy, the tenant must, in order not to lose the right to claim the defect, notify the landlord in writing no later than 2 weeks after the start of the tenancy that the tenant intends to assert the claim. This deadline applies even if the tenant has participated in a move in inspection and received a move in report before the deadline expires. However, the deadline does not apply if, for example, the defect cannot be detected through the exercise of reasonable care.
